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Dr. Matthew Matsaganis is Associate Professor in the School of Communication & Information, at Rutgers University in the United States, and core faculty at the Rutgers Global Health Institute. 

His research, which combines quantitative and qualitative methods, sits at the intersection of communication, place, and health equity. He investigates how the communication infrastructure of urban communities—the storytelling networks linking residents, local organizations, and media—mediates the impact of place on people's physical and mental health, civic engagement, and overall well-being. A second strand of his work focuses on the role of ethnic and immigrant media as vital, often underrecognized, resources that help migrants, refugees, and ethnic minority communities meet their critical information needs in an increasingly digital world.

His recent and ongoing projects examine immigrant health and precarious employment in Europe, solidarity outpatient clinics that emerged in Greece during the Great Recession, communication inequalities in healthcare delivery, and the core competencies needed by global health communication professionals. He co-directs the Rutgers International Academic Partnerships Program-Greece Initiative, a multi-institutional effort advancing collaborative research and education on health communication and inequalities across health professions in Greece, Europe, and the United States.
